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Parent Perspective #1:  This past fall I read a book titled The Heart of Wisdom Teaching Approach: Bible-based
Homeschooling by Robin Sampson (homeschool mother of eleven children). As | read it, | was excited and challenged
by the encouragement to pursue true wisdom - God's wisdom, rather than the wisdom of the world, in our homeschool.
After all, that was my main desire when | began homeschooling 7 years ago. Even though my husband and | have always
taken the Deuteronomy 6:7 instruction seriously, (to teach God's commandments to our children "...when you sit at home
and walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up") somehow we missed the benefit that comes from
studying God's word with our children. In the midst of academic subjects and extra-curricular activities, Bible lessons
were limited to verbal instructions, Bible-based videos and some Bible memory.

After discussing with my husband the principles Robin Sampson lays out, we decided that we needed to get back to
basics and make the Bible the primary focus of our school day, since the Bible is the only source for wisdom and truth.
More than anything, our desire is to see our children become wise and live lives that honour God. As a result, we have
added Bible reading and Bible study to our school days. We are also still memorizing long passages/chapters of Scripture
together, as well as using the Bible as our main text for copy work. | am excited about the benefit this has already given
us in parenting our Kids. It is so easy to correct them for things such as selfishness, deception, complaining or quarreling
when | am able to refer to something we recently studied together from God's Word. Reading the passages for
themselves, or allowing their eyes to rest on the words while | read aloud to them, has caused a shift from the kids
obeying our instructions because we are the parents, to an awareness that we are all obeying God's instructions together.
Their hearts soften quickly when they are corrected because they want to honour God too. T his Bible-based approach
reminds us of the importance of the gospel in our everyday lives and is helping us all to grow together in wisdom and
understanding.
